Tiger Habitats in Russia, Indigenous Peoples, and World Tiger Summit

Your Excellencies,

On behalf of Japanese scientists, socially and environmentally responsible corporations
(“RICOH” and “patagonia™), environmental organizations (“FoE Japan” and “Global -
Environmental Forum”), and individuals who respect your determination and efforts to
save ecosystems and endangered tigers, we would like to address our views concerning
the Bikin River Basin (Pozharsky raion, Primorsky krai), indigenous peoples, and World
Tiger Summit.

The healthy ecosystem of the southern Russian Far East is environmentally crucial for
neighboring Asian countries including Japan. Therefore, we work to facilitate
international communication and mutual understanding as a way to maximize the
positive changes, and contribute to the sustainable development of the region.

As you know, the population of wild Amur tiger is one of key indicators of the
healthiness of “Ussuri Taiga” forest in southern Khabarovsk Krai and Primorsky Krai.
And, we strongly respect Russia’s history of tiger protection through creation of
zapovedniks (federal nature reserves) and anti-poaching activities that has been
maintaining population of Amur tiger at 450-500.

However, there is a crucial tiger habitat that does not have strong federal protection yet.
It is the upper and middle reaches of Bikin River Basin (Pozharsky raion, northern
Primorsky krai). The Bikin River Basin (1,150,000ha) surpasses Olympic National Park
(United States) in size and ecological values. The Bikin River Basin is bigger than any
protected area in Russian Federation. And its unique and pristine forest — Ussuri Taiga —
is habitat for about 10% of Amur tiger population. This environment has been preserved
thanks to the effort of local residents and environmental organizations.

Now we hope you would consider stronger protection for the Bikin River Basin toward
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and after the Tiger Summit. Here are reasons you may want to consider stronger
protection for the Bikin River Basin;

- Russia should receive still higher recognition and reputation in international society
for the advanced environmental policy and practice by providing stronger protection
to this river basin. (According to recent census, more than 50 Amur tigers inhabit
the Bikin River Basin.)

- Stronger protection for this territory may lead to honorable World Heritage status.

- This river basin could be a natural museum for Russian citizens, and an international
window for Russia’s efforts to save tigers through protection activity and
eco-tourism as well. Citizens in foreign countries are beginning to recognize the
importance of Ussuri taiga forest and the Bikin River Basin as crucial tiger habitat.

Here are ways to strengthen protection for the Bikin River Basin toward and after the
Tiger Summit;

- Invite representative from indigenous peoples’ community of the Bikin River Basin
to the Tiger Summit so the Russian government can incorporate their opinion about
protection of Amur tiger and the Bikin River basin. ‘

- Announce possible creation of Russia’s first Model Federal TTP (Federal Territory
for Traditional Nature-Use) in the Bikin River Basin at Tiger Summit with support
from indigenous peoples, WWF Russia, and other Russian organizations, experts.

- Make use of the Convention on Biological Diversity Conference of the Parties
(CBD-COP10 in Nagoya, Japan) as an opportunity to highlight Russia’s policy and

_ efforts to save ecosystems and tigers, featuring the Bikin River Basin as a field to
- show new development of Russia’s history of ecosystem management and tiger
protection through the 21% century.

We promisé we would do our best to support your efforts to protect the Bikin River
Basin for the future. We would do so, because we realized the local and global
importance of Russian nature and positive spirit of Russian citizens through our
experience with the Taiga forest of the Bikin River Basin. :

We hope you would exercise your power and authority to protect this place.
